Zoning Code Update

All Properties within Capitola
Continuation of Comprehensive Update to the City of Capitola Zoning Code (Municipal Code Chapter 17)
The Zoning Code serves as the Implementation Plan of the City’s Local Coastal Program and therefore must be certified by the Coastal Commission.  
Environmental Determination: Addendum to the General Plan Update EIR

Property: The Zoning Code update affects all properties within the City of Capitola.

Representative: Katie Cattan, Senior Planner, City of Capitola
Planner Cattan provided an overview of each section of the draft zoning code.  Following the presentation, the Planning Commission discussed the existing historic structures lists in Capitola.  

Commissioner Ortiz expressed the need to develop our own local guidelines and criteria in conjunction with the zoning code update.  

Commissioner Westman suggested a different approach than what is proposed.  The list is too long.  Rather than having a list of potentially historic maybe the City can use the existing historic districts and add one on Depot Hill. Once the districts are in place, then we should reduce the list of "old buildings" verse “historic buildings”.  Also expressed concern with staff utilizing a list that was not formally adopted.  Explained the reason the past lists were not adopted is because it was not supported by the community. 

Commissioner Smith agreed with Commissioner Westman in reducing list.  The community will be more ready now to adopt a list.  Commissioner Smith likes the separation between landmarks and historic structures in new code and that there is now a specific process for getting on and off the list. 

Commissioner Ortiz would like to reduce the historic list, which should be done by a professional.  Expressed the need to get the Council on board to allocate the funds.
Commissioner Newman explained this is a state-wide issue, but we are clearly struggling with this section.  The draft ordinance is very "soft".  Need to identify what the goal of this process is. Then we can figure out how to revise it.  Commissioner Newman would like to get rid of using the Secretary of Interior Standards.

Commissioner Welch stated that the goal is to retain structures that have value to Capitola, but questioned what is that "value". The list is too long.  List needs to be revised by professionals, not just a group of interested people.  Also agrees to get rid of secretary of interior standards.  The process for being on the list either needs to be on the owner or on the City, not both. 

Commissioner Ortiz suggested the new chapter be removed from draft zoning ordinance, so that the Council puts money towards a study next year. 

Community Development Director Grunow explained staff was aiming to codify the current process and refine it.  He also explained that Council has not expressed interest in a full inventory update of historic structures in the City being done at this time.  As proposed, the list is a screening tool for additional level of study.  Without the list, we would not have a screening tool. This is a common practice used by municipalities. 
Commissioner Westman suggested modification to ordinance that the CDD will maintain list of what we consider to potentially historic structures.  The list should change over time.  Added that owners should be noticed that they are on a list.  
Community Development Director Grunow explained the list is in the ordinance was requested by building/architect stakeholders for transparency purposes.

Commissioner Smith asked, if we do not have a screening tool, how will people know they are on it? Staff should have some sort of list to start from, but we should reduce the list.

Commissioner Newman agreed that a list is necessary, otherwise we lose a lot of structures in the interim.  Suggested that maybe we start with the new draft and then review when there is time and money

Planner Cattan suggested changing the name of the lists.  She explained that section "J" findings are very similar to secretary of interior standards.  The ordinance could have two sets of findings; one for national register related to secretary standards, and then findings for the local list to allow more flexibility
Commissioner Newman does not see difference in findings here.

Planner Ben Noble explained we did not include two different findings in this draft, but could. 

Commissioner Smith asked if we change criteria will that help? Make criteria less broad. 

Chair Person Welch asked the Commission how they would like to proceed.  The Commission decided to provide edits on the draft chapter.  The following summarized the section of code and modifications requested by the Planning Commission:

Throughout Chapter Reference to “A state certified architectural historian" should be changed to “the city contracted state certified architectural historian” throughout chapter so that there is only one historian that is contracted by the City that reviews proposals.  Also, delete all references to City Historian. 
17.84.030 Adding or Removing Historic Landmark Designation.  

Planning Commission Direction: Add that the City may require a DPR to be drafted by the City Contracted State Certified Architectural Historian if a structure is found to be historic.

17.84.010 Purpose Statement.

Planning Commission Direction: Elaborate on period of significance.  

17.84.010.A. Historic Landmarks

Planning Commission Direction: Change “Historic Landmarks” to “Designated Historic Resources”
17.84.010.B Reference to the 2005 Historic Structures List

Remove “is the 2005 City of Capitola Historic Structures List”.  Change “Historic Structures List” to “Potentially Historic Resources List”  
17.84.050.A.2 Criteria for Designation of Historic Resources.

Planning Commission Direction: Remove #2 “It is identified with a persons or events significant in local, state, or national history.”  Add the previous criteria of “an example of a type of building once common in Capitola but now rare.”
Chapter 17.84.060 Certificate of Appropriateness

Planning Commission Direction: Modify “Certificate of Appropriateness” to “Historic Alteration Permit” 
Chapter 17.84.060.D.1

Planning Commission Direction: Structures is misspelled. 

Chapter 17.84.060.J.5

Planning Commission Direction: Remove #5
Chapter 17.84.070.D Permitting Fees.

Planning Commission Direction: When City Council reviews, clarify that Planning Commission supports fee waivers.  Also, amend draft code to better define what qualifies for fee waivers to allow true preservation but not projects that add onto historic structures. 

Chapter 17.84.070.E

Planning Commission Direction: include “such as setback and parking”
Chapter 17.84.070. Demolition of Historic Homes
Planning Commission Direction: Section for demolition is out of order.  Put before Incentives.  Also, have City Attorney review demolition section.  

Chapter 17.84.080.C.  

Planning Commission Direction: Add “to the satisfaction to the CDD or PC" and "the city can require review of application and findings by a third party”. 

17.114.030.B.2 Conceptual Review: Review Authority
Planning Commission Direction: All conceptual reviews should go to Planning Commission first then have the option to go to City Council based on the type of development.
